Kentucky’s System to Enhance Early
Development (KY SEED) is a $9 million, six-
year cooperative agreement between the
Substance Abuse and Mental Health
Services Administration and the Kentucky
Division for Mental Health and Substance
Abuse to support Kentucky’s further
development of its system of care for
children age birth to 5 who have social,
emotional, and behavioral needs and their
families.

In addition to supporting the development
of state and local infrastructure, KY SEED
will enhance the existing service delivery
system to better meet the social,
emotional, and behavioral needs of
children age birth to age 5 and their
families by increasing access to high
quality integrated services and supports in
communities across Kentucky.
